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LOIS WEIDENHAMMER WELCH 1 2011 GRAND MARSHALL

The Grand Marshall of the 2011 Curran Black Bear Festival and Parade is Lois Weidenhammer Welch. Lois was
born on November 9, 1926, in Traverse City, Michigan. She is one of ten children. Lois graduated from Traverse City High
in 1944. She met her husband-to-be, Daniel Welch, while he was working on a neighboring farm in Buckley, Michigan.
Daniel soon went off to fight in World War 1l, seeing action against the Japanese. Lois joined the U.S. Cadet Nursing
Corp, working for Mercy Hospital in Jackson, Michigan and St. Lawrence Hospital in Lansing. Lois and Dan continued to
correspond until he returned from the War and were married on August 26, 1946. In 1947, Lois and Daniel Welch moved
to Curran just before a severe winter storm. That was the year the election ballots had to be delivered by airplane
because the roads were impassable. That, Lois stated, was her initiation to life in Curran.

Lois and Dan farmed and raised five children; Eva, Dan Jr., (twins) Donna and David, and Laura. She has 22
grandchildren and 52 great grandchildren. Her hobbies are jigsaw puzzles, reading the Bible, and caring for other people.
Lois has been a volunteer at the AuSable Valley Nursing Home in Fairview for the past five years.
